Bell has had his own time on the 

silver screen. llis rnol.her is a talent 
manager in the television and movie 
business. She got Bell a few TV gigs while 
growing up, mostly commercial work. 
Ile 's appeared ill ads for 1I0t Whee ls, 
Kellogg's ami Old Navy. 

But Bell is comple l.Ply dedieat(Jd to 
baseball at this point in his life. 

"It's totally a separate thing," said I3ell 
about his ading caree!'. "BaselJall is just 
my life, and that (acting) was a fun liUIe 
game I like to play." 

His baseball career is olT to a good 
start. Arter having been one of lllP to[>­
ranked youth and high school players in 

California, Bell was drafted by the Angels 
Ol'ganization out of Lhe Los Angeles area's 
Cr('scenta Valley IIigh School in t.he 
supplemental first l'Ouncl with the ;37th 
overall pick. 

The Angels were atlxucled by I3ell's 

aggressiveness 011 the \lIOllI\d , as well as 
his poise and makeup. Most of all, they 
liked his power ann. He signpd late in til(' 
summer and made only four appearances 
in the rookie level Arizona League, post­
ing a 4.;::;0 ERA with sevpn strikeouts in 
eight innings_ 

Be ll has been everything the Angels 
had hoped for when t.hey signed hin\. 

"We've seen a lot. of maturit.y from the 
kid ," said Tony Reagins, Llw Angels' din~C'­
tor of player development.. "I lis last out ing 
was pretty special, so I think it's coming. 
He's got some ability, now he's just. got 

to put it together." 
Former major leagu(J catcher Brian 

I-Iall)('l', who managed Bell in his initial 
pro season, agrpes with Reagins' opinion 
on Bell's makeup. 

"I saw a kid that was real competi­
tive," said Hall)er, currenlly the manager 
of the Angels' Triple-A aIfiliatC' in Salt 
Lake. "He really likes t.o r:ompcte anc! play, 
and obviously likes to pitch." 

Bell made the most of his first spring 
t.raining, tlying to soak ill as much k110wl ­
edge as possible. 

"ll:S definitely been an amazing 
experience so far," said Bell, "Getting up 
parly and staying late. It: is Lough on my 

body, but. it's fun to be here wit h the 
organizat ion." 

One of the Angels' organizat.ional 
philosophies mat.ches Hell 's friendly, out­
going nature. 

"The Angels are a very t.eam-oriented 
ballc:lub and the dubhouse is very dose," 
he said. "A lot of thp guys are ftiencls and 
we hang out ofT the field. It 's a good 
chemistry that. we have. " 

In addition to his regular lessons on 
t he field, Bell is also trying to learn from 
the big league players whel"\(-~ve r possible. 

"After spring training here at the 

minor league ('ol1lplpx, I usually go up to 

thp big Ipague complex ami watch those 

guys," said Bell. "I watch 111(' big league 

pitchers ... wlwrr' tlwy place the ball and 
what pit('hes they throw."
